Thisparticularcar is an almost afiriginal survivor car, except for tires, a repaint and top replacement.
It was built by BL Cars Ltd in October, 1979 in Abington, Oxford Shores, England GHINBUK. 499318G.

This car was purchased, new, on July 28, 1980 by the 22oickeaaughter of my nexdoor neighbor. It was pur-
chased from Reseda Imports, Ltd in Reseda CA. at a cost of $8,500. The daughter, JoAnne Marks, was an elemen

Mileage during the first 4 years showed a lot of driving by JoAnne; yearly totals were between 8,000 & 18,000 miles
After that, for the next 6 years, yearly average driving dropped to about 3,500 miles.

I purchased the car from JoAnne in June, 1990 for $
college days.

The car stayed in San Jose during the ensuing 7 years. Paul drove it to a few car shows but did not use it extensivel
I n 1999, the car was trailered from San Jose to San
carnut and hotrodder during his lifetime. He did light refurbishment of the car; performed a valve job; then, re-
painted the car British Racing Green. It was then driven back to San Jose in 2000.

Again, it was used sporadically for the next 13 years.

| bought the car back from my friend, Paul, in August, 2013 for $4,000. Mileage was 82,520. Paul drove the car le:
than 2,000 miles in 22 years.

The only major work that has been done was a new top in 1991; the repaint in 1999; a valve job by the father at abc
81,000 miles + of; and a clutch replacement at 82,700 miles, in October, 2013. Minor work includes a starter sole-
noid, turn signal switch (twice), chrome valve cover top, muffler, alternator, heater control valve, water pump.
Mileage now = 84,550. | have driven the car over 2,000 miles in just over 1 year. Not a lot of long trips but man
short road trips. The longest | have driven it is to the Morrow Bay area, about 400 miles round trip.

In a recent trip to Willow Springs International Raceway, a big rainstorm occurred so the car had to be driven home,
the rain, for the first time since 1990. Everything worked, including a water leak coming through the firewall that
soaked my left leg and foot. The problem has been fixed by deciding not to drive in the rain anymore.

I now have a piece of vintage luggage and a wicker picnic basket to put onto the original luggage rack over the boot.
